The entrance will be signed and is at the corner of Drayton Road and Oxford
Road (OX10 7PJ in your Sat Nav will find it). The Abbey is a 5 - 10 minute walk from
there. Should the Recreation Ground be full or shut due to bad weather, visitors should
park on the roads nearby as indicated by the green lines on the map below.

Abingdon Road, High Street and Henley Road are the bus route through the village and
must be kept clear at all times so that the buses can pass. Please do not park your
vehicles where they may prevent the passage of emergency vehicles.
